It was a joy to learn that 18 of the 19 resolutions presented by United Women in Faith 

at General Conference were approved.  These resolutions included calls to action on ra-

cial and climate justice, gender equality, protecting the girl child and supporting dea-

conesses and home missioners. 

We celebrate that the bans on gay clergy and same sex wedding ceremonies were lift-

ed and that the anti-gay language was removed.  It was also made clear that no church 

or clergy would be asked to serve against their convictions. 

The voting members show that the United Methodist Church is no longer divided.  

Those who attended shared at Annual Conference about the willingness to listen to 

each other and to move the church forward.  We will all seek to live out Jesus’ com-

mand to love one another and to love God as scripture tells us.

Are we letting the world 

know what Women in Faith are about and how we support women?

Free Money for First-Timers! 

Yes, you read that correctly. A woman who attends a Conference United Women in Faith event 

for the first time can apply for a stipend to cover expenses. Eligible events include the Spiritual 

Growth Retreat (Lake Junaluska), Mission u (in Hickory this year), and Annual Celebration (Lake 

Junaluska). A first-time attendee can apply to be reimbursed for such fees as registration fee, mileage, and 

lodging. These stipends often go unclaimed because a potential applicant thinks, “Oh, I can only attend part 

of the meeting.” Or “What if I register and then am not able to attend?” Apply anyway! Come for as much of 

the event as you can and don’t worry about the rest. If you register and then are not able to attend, the reg-

istration fee will still be covered.  

We really want to encourage first-timers because first-time attendees often become regular attendees. �  

For Mission u, apply for the stipend by July 20.  For Annual Celebration, apply by August 30.
